MISSION OF NATIONAL
PAGEANT

The Ms. Senior America National Pageant is the
world’s first and foremost pageant to emphasize
and give honor to women who have reached the

“age of elegance.” It is a search for the gracious
lady who best exemplifies the dignity, maturity
and inner beauty of all senior Americans.

The Ms. Senior America Pageant’s philosophy is

based upon the belief that seniors are the
foundation of America and our valuable

treasure. It is upon their knowledge, experience

and resources that the younger generation has
the opportunity to build a better society.

JUDGING PROCEDURES

Interview (S minutes): An important aspect of
the Pageant is that judges meet each contest-
ant. It is during this personal interview that
the judges become aware of the contestant’s
charm, personality, community involvement
and conversational ability.

Philosophy of Life (35 seconds): While physical
beauty is recognized, the focus is on internal

beauty. Each contestant is given the opportu-
nity to present a statement which conveys her

philosophy of life.

Talent (2 minutes 45 seconds): An integral
part of the Ms. Virginia Senior America
Pageant is the talent presentation.
Contestants demonstrate through music, art,
dance, storytelling, homemaking, special
interests, or hobbies that these gifts do not
diminish with age.

Evening Gown: The philosophy of the
Pageant is that clothes don’t make the
woman, but rather the woman makes the
clothes. The judges seek the contestant
whose poise and grace best depict her sense
of fashion and style in life.
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
